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In suppression of all previously issued Travel & Visa Advisories Government of India has decided to
implement the following, with effect from 1200 GMT (2100 JST) of 13" March 2020.

Due to spread of COVID-19, following is the revised procedure for applying for visas to India. Please note that
this is a temporary measure, and updates on changes will be provided on an ongoing basis.
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All existing visas issued to nationals of any country except those issued to Diplomats, Officials,
UN/International Organizations, Employment, Project visas, stand suspended till 15th April 2020.
This will come into effect from 1200 GMT (2100 JST) on 13th March 2020 at the port of departure of
any foreigner for onward journey to India.

. Visa free travel facility granted to OCI card holders is kept in abeyance till April 15th 2020. This

will come into effect from 1200 GMT (2100 JST) on 13th March 2020 at the port of departure of any
foreigner for onward journey to India.

Online applications are currently not being accepted;

Those holding such visas & OCI cards, and who have compelling reasons to travel to India in the near
future, may please apply afresh at the Embassy of India in Tokyo (or the Consulate General of India in
Osaka, as the case may be). They do not have to pay visa fees again. Also, their existing visas / OCI
cards will become valid after the current period of suspension is over;

Visa applications need to be made on a separate form, which is available only at the visa counters in
Embassy of India in Tokyo (or the Consulate General of India in Osaka, as the case may be);
Applicants need to provide undertaking (self-undertaking proforma available with Embassy / Consulate)
about their health status, as well as travel to countries impacted by COVID-19;

Clear reasons, preferably in writing, should be provided by applicants, stating why travel to India is
essential. Where possible, documentation in support may be provided to the Visa officials;

At this point, no visa fees are to be paid;

Once the Embassy/Consulate General clear the applications after ascertaining the need to travel, the
applicants will be informed,;

Visa fees will be collected (in case of new applications, not from holders of existing visa / OCI holders),
and visa issued to the applicant (or their authorised representative);

All foreign and Indian nationals entering into India from any port are required to furnish a pair of duly
filled self declaration form (including personal particulars i.e. phone number and address in India) and
travel history, to Health officials and Immigration officials at all arrival ports;

Please note that medical screening on landing at any sea, land or air port in India is compulsory.
All incoming travellers, including Indian nationals, arriving from or having visited China, Italy,
Iran, Republic of Korea, France, Spain and Germany after 15th February, 2020 shall be quarantined for
a minimum period of 14 days. This will come into effect from 1200 GMT (2100 JST) on 13th March
2020 at the port of departure of such travelers.

Visas of all foreigners already in India remain valid. They may contact the nearest FRRO/FRO
through e-FRRO module for extension/conversion, etc. of their visa or for grant of any consular
service if they choose to do so.
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
